e Letter from high school showing applicant is on-track to graduate in Spring 2024.
e Unofficial HS transcript

e Two letters of recommendation, one from a high school or college instructor, and one from a
recommender of the applicant’s choice. Recommenders should reference the applicant by name in their
letter.

Application Deadline: Thursday, April 18 at 12:00 p.m. MST., for funding for the FALL 2024 semester. Applications
received after this date/time will not be accepted, regardless of why they are late.
