FAFSA Submission Summary (FSS) PAGE 1 ONLY for the 2024-25 academic year or letter of award or
denial from NPC Financial Aid Office or MyNPC page.

3. Your unofficial transcript from https://mynpc.npc.edu/ics indicating your degree intent. If you do not yet
have a transcript at NPC, submit a degree plan (see academic advisor).

Scholarship recipients may re-apply for this award in subsequent academic years (not to exceed two consecutive semesters).

Application Deadline: Thursday, November 14 at 12:00 noon MST., for funding for the SPRING 2025 semester.
Applications received after this date/time will not be accepted, regardless of why they are late. You are STRONGLY
